Important Lesson for us Today: Have we discovered treasure in God’s Word? God’s Word 

is a treasure trove of wisdom and help; but our eternal souls can only benefit from it if we 

read it daily and pray over it. Yet God’s Word can often seem dull, dry and unattractive to 

those who have no living relationship with Him. Josiah’s seeking the Lord for himself at 16 

and knowing forgiveness and mercy as an undeserving sinner, made God’s Word come 

alive and sparkle with meaning and depth.  It became his essential daily duty to set aside 

time to read God’s Word, bringing him into a closer relationship with his Lord, so that he 

could not easily skip doing it and neither could he read the words hurriedly without thought 

or care. He prayed as he read that the Lord would show him how he could live each day 

close to Him. The Lord rewarded him with praise in the Bible for obeying His Words!  
Will we be so commended and helped by the Lord? May our prayer be “Open thou mine eyes, that 

I may behold wondrous things out of Thy law.” (Psalm 119v18).

The Word Rediscovered - Josiah’s Love for God’s Word.  
o Background to Today’s Lesson. 
▪ Manasseh Died. The people immediately rejected his reforms. When 8-year-

old Josiah became King, the people forgot God and worshipped Baal again. 
 

o But Young Josiah Seeks To Do That Which is Right in The Lord’s Sight. 
▪ After 8 years of rule Josiah saw the evil consequences on Judah’s society in 

rejecting God, and so he “began to seek after the God of David his father.” 

Will we remember our Creator in the days of our youth? Ecclesiastes 12v1 
 

o Josiah Stands Faithfully for the Lord Despite his Youth. 
▪ Not an easy or popular step for such a young King; to refuse his nation their 

sinful pleasures and encourage them to seek the Lord. Yet his trust in his God 

to help him was rewarded, and so true belief in God returned to the land. 
Will we bravely stand for the Lord like other young Christians, e.g. Daniel and Samuel? 
 

o Josiah (now 26), and the People, Rediscover God’s Word – God’s Law! 
▪ A wonderful blessing. When the people demonstrated true sorrow for their sin 

and a desire to change their ways, they found the lost copy of God’s Law!  

The Lord will help us discover much from the Bible if we truly sorrow for our sins. 
 

o Josiah and the People Find God’s Mercy and Forgiveness. 
▪ Josiah trembled as God’s Law was read. He saw that the Passover, (which 

pictured how the Lord will “pass over” our sins if we trust only in the death 

and salvation of the Lord Jesus Christ), had been forgotten and neglected. 

▪ True repentance was given as they acknowledged their sin against the Lord. 

▪ A solemn vow was made to keep the Passover annually, thereafter. 

▪ Overwhelming love and joy were known when they experienced the Lord’s 

mercy and forgiveness as they followed the precise keeping of the Passover.  

▪ God’s Judgement was removed. Judah knew great blessing in Josiah’s reign. 

The same God is willing to pardon and forgive us too! It is Christ that saves, not us! 
 

o Josiah Dies Unexpectedly Young, Aged 39. 
▪ If Josiah had postponed his search or stand for the Lord until he was older, he 

would have missed many God-given opportunities to influence Judah for good. 
Do not fall into the trap of postponing seeking the Lord.  

Come today, repent and believe in Christ as your Saviour and serve Him as your Lord.  

Come now, as death can come suddenly and unexpectedly. Then it will be too late.
