Lot Experiments With His Own Plan.
Teaching Notes
This week we learn about the great mistake of trying to mix our own way with God’s way.
“Abraham obeyed My voice … and kept My commandments,      My statutes, and My Laws”                               Genesis 26v5.
Lot’s Plan for His Life Does Not Please God.

Lot’s Background: -
(we go back in time before Isaacs’s birth – Genesis 12v4).
Lot was Abraham’s nephew, 
and he came with him out of Ur and Haran.
He shared the benefits of living with a family,
which trusted and served the One True God.

God had blessed both Abraham and Lot 
with increase in their flocks.
Now their flocks were too large to live in the same area – They must separate. VA Picture
Lot believed in God BUT also wanted his own way.
I want you to examine your heart today,

and see what motives lie there. VA
You have come today, and you Know there is One true God.

Do you believe in Him through trusting 
in the Saviour for forgiveness of your sin?

Do you trust Him to be your guide in your life?

In order to follow Him faithfully, you need to 
understand His principles for living the Christian Life.

When we believe that the Lord Jesus Christ died on the cross taking you punishment for the guilt of our sin we are Justified. 
Forgiven - We have Christ’s Righteousness accounted to us.
Then we must be determined 
to grow in Sanctification. Holiness. 

To grow in experience to be more like the Saviour.

To resist sin with God’s help.
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When we ask God for guidance, 

we must want to make the right decision. 

Ask yourself – “Will my choice please the Lord?”

“What would He do in this circumstance?”

God gives us directions in His Word through principles, and by examples of faithful people and by mistakes made.
Let us now learn from Lot 
and see how he made his decisions.

We note that Lot Sees an Opportunity for Personal Gain.

Abraham asked Lot to choose between

– Fertile Plains (East) or Rugged Mountains (West).
There is no record of Lot praying to God for guidance,

or of him seeking the principles that he should follow.

Lot selfishly chose for himself. 
He gave no thought for Abraham, 
nor of seeking God’s guidance.
He saw the fertile plain and saw how beneficial this 
would be for his sheep and goats. VA B
They will thrive very well here.

I don’t want to be clamouring over mountain terrain, 

to find any that get lost. VA A
He also saw the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah, 
and the life there attracted him. It would be easy.
He could have many friends and live in comfort. 

So, he chose the Fertile Plains 
and moved near to the wicked city of Sodom.
At First Lot’s Plan Appeared to be Very Successful.
His wealth increased as his flocks grew. VA A1 Wanted Wealth
But it was not long before he moved from living in his tent to living more comfortably in a house in Sodom. 

He and his family made many new friends, 
and he became a Magistrate. VA A2 Wanted Power
VA A3 Wanted Success       VA A4 Wanted To Be Happy
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He thought he could change Sodom’s evil ways.

He knew that they practiced many evil ways.


Ways which God had forbidden and still forbids today.

Sinful lusts - acts of homosexuality.

Lot wanted to influence the people of Sodom, 

to stop these abominable practices.
But he had mixed allegiances. God and the World.
To be a Christian means that we can have no ‘truck’ 
with the world and its’ sinful ways.

If we entertain them or are not strongly against them, 
we will be corrupted by them. They will infiltrate.
They will come between us and the peace of the Lord.

We see that Lot’s success did not last.
Sodom was attacked by marauding robbers. 
Lot lost all his wealth. VA B3 Lost His Wealth
- He and his family were taken prisoners.

Thankfully Abraham, with God’s help, 
rescued Lot and his family.

Lot again made the wrong decision. He had not learnt.

He and his family return to Sodom.
When events happen in our lives,

We learn from the Bible, that God, 

in His Sovereign Permissive Will, has allowed them.

We must stop and consider. Ask God Why?
We may have sinned. We will need to repent.

Sometimes God allows these events to test us. 

       To help us see that we need His help and protection.

       We must acknowledge that we are weak and feeble.

       Will we obey Him and show a strong testimony to Him?

Two angels came to Sodom, as ‘men’ in appearance.
Lot was at the City Gate where he sought to influence the wicked people of Sodom.
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He invited the 2 ‘men’ into his house.

The men of Sodom came banging at his door,

demanding that these visitors should come out to them.

They wanted their evil way with them.

Lot tried worldly methods to protect the angel visitors, 
from the men of Sodom. 
The angels blinded the evil men of Sodom.  
Could God Condone Lot’s Way of Life in Wicked Sodom?
No. God determines to destroy wicked Sodom. 
He reveals His Plan to Abraham.
Abraham pleads with God to spare it – 
“If 50, 45, 40, 30, 20, 10 righteous are found?”
But Sodom was so wicked that VA B2 Not 10 Found
not even 10 righteous people could be found.
So, God’s destruction goes ahead.

We see here the gracious mercy of God 

God Graciously Rescues Lot, His Wife, and Two Daughters.
Reluctantly they agree to be rescued by God 
from the impending destruction. 
They had to leave immediately.


They were warned not to look back.

Lot lost everything. 
Sodom, and Gomorrah are destroyed by fire and brimstone. 
Lot’s wife’s heart was set upon staying in Sodom, 
So, she looked back in disobedience, 
and lost her life. Immediate Judgement.

Turned by God into a pillar of salt.
We must remember the warning of God’s Judgement to come when the Lord Jesus Christ returns.

You may say, “Yes, this will happen at the End of Time.” “Surely, I have many years yet to live”.
But we may die at any time. We are in God’s hands.
We have no guarantee of tomorrow.
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“Behold, now is the accepted time; 
behold, now is the day of salvation.”

2 Corinthians 6v2.
“Escape for thy life; look not behind thee, neither stay thou in all the plain; escape to the mountain, 
lest thou be consumed.”          VA          Genesis 19v17.
As Sodom and Gomorrah were totally destroyed by God, Lots wife looked back. Her heart was still there.

God’s Judgement on Lot’s rebellious wife was immediate.

She could not argue that she had not been warned.


Neither can you! Come to Christ today.
So, Lot and his two daughters were saved. 
But, again, Lot did not learn from this. VA B3 Family Ruined
God told him to escape to the mountains for safety.

He wilfully chose to live in Zoar, a nearby city. 
Even though he was vexed (troubled) 
by the evil practices of Sodom.
By its’ dramatic destruction, Hail and Brimstone. 
Lot had no peace.                      VA B4 Lost God’s Peace
Lot’s bad witness meant his daughters’, 
desires were focused only on Sodom.
Eventually Lot leaves Zoar, with his two daughters, 

to dwell in the mountains in a cave.
At long last, obeying God.

Far safer here than remaining in Zoar.

So, what can we learn 
from these terrifying events in Lot’s life?

We learn that we must beware of Satan’s Cruel Lies. 
Which lead to sadness and disappointment.
And Eternal loss.
Satan tries to deceive us with lies –

He may convince us that we are saved when our repentance is not sincere. We love our sin more than we love God.
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‘It is OK to follow me and God at the same time’.   

‘Enjoy sin, do not worry about it’. 

‘God will not mind’. ‘Go your own way’.

Satan’s aim is to keep us away. 
from knowing the Lord as our Saviour,                                      OR 
If we are a Christian, 
to spoil our fellowship with God 
and our testimony for Him to others.
Are we bound as a slave by Satan? – 
A prisoner of our sin of unbelief, 
pride, and selfishness?
The Lord Jesus said, “No man can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold to the one, and despise the other.                                            Ye cannot serve God and mammon. (this world).”                                            Matthew 6v24.
Important Lesson for us today: 
We have choices in life. There are consequences for our decisions - both in this life, and for eternity. 
The Lord expects a believer to be obedient, separate from the world, seeking, and following His will before making any important decision. He has given us principles to follow. 
Examples: Which Church to attend? Is it faithfully preaching the Gospel, holding reverent, Christ centred, worship? 
What University? Is there a Church? Should I stay at EDT?
Which Job? Will l compromise my faith, testimony, and church attendance? 
Who to Marry? Does the person hold to all the same Bible truth that you do?                                            
If we push past God’s direction for us there are consequences of lost peace, and witness,
 - just as Lot found. His family perished spiritually because he mixed the world’s ways with God’s way.
