The ‘I AM’ Sayings of the Lord Jesus Christ.
This week we start a series of lessons which teach the almighty saving power of Jesus Christ.
Notes     Wheel of I AM Sayings of Christ    VA
Whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life       John 4v10.   VA
A Riddle - What are we mainly made of? 

A substance that we need fresh supplies of everyday.

We need it several times a day!

We get into it and put it on us regularly.

We cook with it, etc. etc,

What is it? Water,
Jesus Christ is ‘The Living Water of Eternal Life’
The Importance of Wells in Jewish and Eastern Culture.
Fresh drinking water came from either a spring or a deeply dug well.

As water is vital for life, especially in a hot eastern land, the source of water was a central meeting place and most would go to the well early, or late, in the cool of the day. 
It was usually the women’s job 
and was a very sociable occasion - a time of joy.
The Well of Sychar, was just outside the city of Samaria.
This well had been established by Jacob 
when he lived in this area of Canaan. 
History - Just after King Solomon’s reign ended 
(About 931BC), 

the Hebrew nation of Israel split into two – 
2

Israel, 10 Tribes in the north – 
centred around Samaria as their capital. 

and Judah, 2 tribes (Judah and Benjamin) 
remaining centred around Jerusalem.
In falling out they grew to hate each other more and more.

Judah claimed to be authentic Jews.

Due to their failure to stay faithful to God 
they were each in turn overrun and taken captive.

In 721BC the Assyrians captured Israel in the North.
In 606BC the Babylonians captured Judah.

In 536BC the Jews returned to Jerusalem 
under the rule of the Persians.

These claimed to be the authentic Jews and they despised the people of Samaria. 
They were sworn enemies 

and refused to speak to each other.
The Lord Jesus came to the well of Sychar at midday, 

the hottest time of day when only the outcasts came.
The Woman of Samaria came at that time on her own, 

as she was shunned by others for her sinful life. 
She was surprised to find the Lord, 
a Jew, asking for a drink from her, 
a Samaritan, and an outcast.
It is of great interest that we see recorded in John 4v4  

that the Lord “must needs go through Samaria”. VA
He came this way on purpose to meet this woman.
He came at midday on purpose to meet this woman.
In His mission to bring forgiveness 

   to needy sinners He was determined to meet this woman.
To have a spiritual conversation with her.

One that would change her life eternally.
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Just as He is interested in each of you here today.

The Lord knew all about her, 
just as He knows all about you. 
The Lord was alone 
for He had sent His disciples into the city to buy food.

We do not know her name. But the Lord knew her.

She was even more surprised to discover

the Lord wanted to talk to her of her greatest need.

Their conversation is recorded for us.    VA
Jesus saith unto her, “Give Me to drink.” John 4v7. 
John 4v9. Then saith the woman of Samaria unto Him, 
     “How is it that Thou, being a Jew,  John 4v9.   VA
askest drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria? 
for the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans.”

Jesus answered and said unto her, “If thou knewest the gift of God, and Who it is that saith to thee,   VA
‘Give Me to drink’; thou wouldest have asked of Him, 

and He would have given thee living water”. John 4v10.
The Lord is referring here to God’s gift of Faith.   VA
We all need this to bring us to repentance and faith.

“But without faith it is impossible to please Him:      for he that cometh to God must believe that He is,     and that He is a rewarder 

of them that diligently seek Him.”  Heb 11v6. VA
The woman saith unto him, “Sir, Thou hast nothing to draw with, and the well is deep: 
from whence then hast Thou that living water?”
“Art thou greater than our father Jacob, 
which gave us the well, and drank thereof himself, and his children, and his cattle?”
She is still thinking in the physical realm.
Physically, some water does not satisfy our thirst.
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Soon we need to drink again to stay alive.

Essential for physical life.

But this water gives No Soul Satisfaction.
 Jesus answered and said unto her,    John 4v14, VA
“Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again:
But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.”    
What amazing words!
She wondered what The Lord Jesus meant
 when He spoke of ‘Living Water’. John 4v10.
The Lord speaks to her of a spiritual meaning. 

Of ‘Living Water’.

Something special for the ‘thirsty’ soul.   
Something needed only once.
The woman saith unto Him, “Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not, neither come hither to draw.”  VA
Clean water is essential for a healthy life. 
Salty water makes us thirstier.
Dirty water makes us ill.
We too can be like this woman - discontented, 
always wanting something else to make us happy.
More gizmos, more of this world’s pleasure, more money.

The world says, “Poverty is the main problem.”

The Lord says, “Our sin is our biggest problem.”

Our souls need Jesus Christ – without Him we are spiritually ‘thirsty’. Always wanting more, but never satisfied!
Water to wash – Important to keep us clean.

Everything we have gets dirty 
and needs to be repeatedly washed clean.
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The Lord knew this woman better than she knew herself. This woman was not satisfied – 
repeatedly wanting another husband.

She had had many husbands, 5 in fact.

The man she lived with now was not her husband - compounding her misery as she sinned more and more.
Obviously, this is not our sin.

This world offers a variety of distractions to make us ‘forget’ our sin, but these do not resolve our deep-rooted sin problem, or give us peace in our soul.

There is only one solution - The Lord Jesus had to die in our place on Calvary to take away the guilt of our sin. 
Only He can ‘wash’ us clean.
Water refreshes, especially in hot weather.
The woman felt refreshed in the heat 
by washing her feet and taking a cool drink. 
We too are refreshed by a wash and cool drink on a hot day.
The Lord knows our lives need refreshing. 

Revitalising. We are in need of Spiritual Life.

He will give us new hearts – 
new desires, a hatred of sin, 
and He will bring us to repentance and faith – 
to love and obey Him.
Water, as rain, comes freely down from on high – 
a free gift from God.
The Lord Jesus came down from Heaven. 
He is God’s free gift to us.

He makes no charge for His mercy. 
He makes no charge for forgiveness, 
and the eternal blessing of Heaven.
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Isaiah, the OT Prophet wrote, 55v1, “Ho, everyone that thirsteth, come ye to the waters, and he that hath no money; come ye, buy, and eat; yea, come, buy wine and milk without money and without price”.   VA
Note: We ‘buy’ without money.

Surely the cost would be far beyond our means.

It cost the Lord Jesus His life’s blood to save us.
When we realise Who the Lord Jesus is 
we will, like the Samaritan Woman,

 ask Him for His free blessing.
The woman believed that this Man was The Christ, 

The Messiah and she now trusted Him as her Saviour.
Have you recognised the Lord Jesus Christ as God and Man?

The Saviour is here before you in the Scriptures right now.


He is offering you the free gift of Spiritual Life.

She witnessed to others – “Come see this Man, 

Is not this The Christ”. See John 4v29.
So, just as water is essential for us to stay alive the Water of Life (knowledge of forgiveness of sin) 
is essential for us to live at peace with God 
and with Him in Heaven, eternally.
Water is essential for life.

Christ gives that Water of Life if we ask for it

so that we can have Eternal Life.
Have you heard the gracious call of Christ 
to come to Him and receive all you need from Him?
Is your soul thirsty for forgiveness 

and peace with God?
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Important Lesson for us Today: 
The Old Testament uses the term I AM 
     only when it speaks of the eternal, 
     self-existing God. (Exodus 3v14).  
The Lord Jesus Christ’s 


     ‘I AM’ sayings prove that He is God. 
Genesis 2v7 teaches that we are made 
in the image of God; made with a soul, 
      (our spiritual dimension).  
We know the right diet to satisfy our body.

But it is our soul that gets mal nourished 
   by using sinful worldly entertainment and distractions, 
 resulting in discontentment and unhappiness. 
I trust that this lesson has helped you to realise 
who the Lord Jesus is, and how much you need Him.
Go quickly to Him in prayer. 
Come and hear these lessons over the next few weeks as they will teach us that we can only have real soul satisfaction if we seek it from God Himself, provided through the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ.
