“Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, and glory, and blessing”.                    Revelation 5v12.
Revision - The I AM’s of The Lord Jesus Christ.
Jesus said I AM.
Not I was, nor will be. But I AM. Eternally the same.
1. VA I AM The Living Water – Whoever drinks of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst. John 4v14. 
Just as we need water to live physically, 
our souls need Jesus Christ as Saviour.
When we drink we taste and enjoy it.

We need to be washed daily and cleansed from our sins.
Without this we will die eternally.
Like the Woman of Samaria, 

we need to drink daily at the Fountain of life: - 
– Prayer, Reading God’s Word, Obedience,

Walking with God.
2. VA I AM The Bread of Life – He who comes to Me shall not spiritually hunger. John 6v35.

The Lord miraculously fed 5,000 men plus women and children from a lad’s lunch – 5 loaves, 2 fish.
This miracle showed that He is Almighty God. Creator.

 Just as we need bread/food every day to live physically, 
our souls need Jesus Christ as Saviour.
When we eat food we taste and enjoy it.

We need to enjoy the Lord. Do you have joy in your soul?

We need to be fed daily with the truth of God’s Word.

We need to eat at the Table of Life: - 
– Prayer, Reading God’s Word, Obedience,

Walking with God.
Are you teachable?
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3. VA I AM The Light of The World – He who follows Me shall not walk in darkness but shall have the Light of Life. 
John 8v12. 
Darkness represents sin and waywardness, unbelief

Opposition to God, Rebellion, wanting our own way.
We stumble along as one blind, without sight.

Dangerously heading for a Christless Eternity.

The Pharisees, although very religious, could not ‘see’ that the Lord was the Saviour sent from God.
Light gives knowledge of the Truth
 as it is in Jesus Christ. The Truth will set us free.
We need light to see.

When something complicated is clearly explained to us we say, “Ah, I see now.” I understand.
The Holy Spirit quickens our dead souls so that we can ‘see’ the truth that we are sinners in God’s holy sight, and that the Saviour died to save us, personally.
Do you ‘see’ this now with spiritual eyes?
4. VA I AM The Good Shepherd – All who came before Me are thieves and robbers,    John 10v8.
There is only one Good Shepherd 

– The Lord Jesus Christ.

What a beautiful picture!

The Eastern Shepherd: -


Lived with his sheep 24x7, 365 days a year.


He faithfully stayed with them through all weathers.


Hot, cold, wet, windy, stormy.
Jesus Christ as our Shepherd never sleeps.
Our God has promised to be with us day & night.

Loved his sheep. Caring for them.


Finding fresh water and lush green grass for them, providing all their daily needs.
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Jesus Christ as our Shepherd provides for all our daily needs – physically, mentally, spiritually.
The Eastern Shepherd led his flock. They followed.

He knew them by name. They trusted him.
Jesus Christ as our Shepherd leads and guides us by His Word, The Bible. 

As the Elect of God He knows us by name.
He is fully trustworthy.

He would search for and find them when they were lost. Often in danger away from the fold.
Jesus Christ as our Shepherd protects and keeps us from all the evil around us.

In our neighbourhood, at school, everywhere.

From all the evil which tries to assail us in life.

Our doubts, fears, temptations, weaknesses.

He keeps us from the ravenous clutches of Satan – the enemy of our souls.


Satan prowls as a wolf in sheep’s clothing seeking to deceive and spoil us.

Thankfully, the Good Shepherd preserves us from all the dangers of this life,
so that we can go to Heaven to be with Him.
The Good Shepherd lays down His life for the sheep. John 8v11.
He would give his life defending them from all the evil perils surrounding them.

Jesus Christ as our Good Shepherd died to save us.
The Elect are His Sheep. None will be lost.

Did He die to save you?
5. VA I AM The Resurrection and The Life – “He who believes in Me shall live even if he dies, and everyone who lives and believes in Me shall never die.”                                                John 11v25-26.
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Our Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ, Perfect Man and Perfect God, died on the cross taking the punishment for our sin so that we can be forgiven and set free.
He miraculously rose again on the 3rd day as He promised. Death could not hold Him.

This teaches us that we can believe His promise to resurrect all who repent and believe in Him now.
Believers will be kept and at the end of time will receive a new, resurrected body, like His, to live with Him.

Are you looking forward to this?
6. VA I AM The Way, The Truth, and The Life – 
No one comes to the Father, but by Me. John 14v6. 
The Lord Jesus Christ is Truly the ONLY Way to The Father.
He is The Way – He gives us His holiness. 

We are to follow obediently.
He is The Truth – The God of all Truth, He keeps His promises

He is The Life – His resurrection proves that He has the power to give us resurrected bodies and eternal life.

Are you following Him, via the cross? The only way.
7. VA I AM The True Vine – “Every branch in Me that does not bear fruit, He (The Father) takes away; and every branch that bears fruit, He prunes it, that it may bear more fruit.                                                      John 15v2. 
We must be grafted into Christ by faith in Him.

Without being joined to Christ 
as a branch is joined to a tree, 
the sap of spiritual life will not flow through our souls.

We will not have life. Only fit to be cast into the fire.

Believers must bear fruit to show that they are ‘in Christ’.

“The Fruit of the Spirit is  love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance.”    Galatians 5v22
We must be careful – language, thoughts, actions, motives.

We must grow daily in Sanctification – 
Growing more like Christ.
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John The Baptist said that Jesus was: -
8. VA The Lamb of God – Who takes away the sin of the world. John 1v29.
Lamb – OT sacrifice. Remember Abraham and Issac?

Remember the Children of Israel in Egypt on the Passover Night. The lamb was sacrificed, its blood daubed on the door posts and lintel of their houses.

They were to remain inside the house 
while the Angel of Death Passed Over.

They were saved by the shed blood of the lamb.

A beautiful picture of Christ being The Lamb of God.

Are you living under the shelter of the shed blood of the Lamb of God, the Saviour?

The World – Jews and Gentiles. Not everyone.
9. The Son of God - Believe this that you may have life in His Name. John 20v31.
Do you believe that the Lord Jesus Christ is the eternal Son of God, the 2nd Person of the Trinity?
Do you believe that He died on the cross, shedding His precious blood to save you?

He is The Way, The Truth, and The Life.

Is He your Way?
Is He your Truth? The Truth of God will set you free.

Is He your Life? Do you look to Him for righteousness?

Points 1 to 8 above are Amazing Claims – 
They Prove the 9th.
The whole point of God The Son, The Lord Jesus Christ, leaving Heaven to come to earth as a Perfect Man to die as a substitute, taking on Himself the wrath of God for our sin, 
was to give us spiritual life – now and into Eternity.
He rose again, victorious over sin, death, the grave and Hell, and has ascended into Heaven to intercede for us. 
He is The Resurrection and The Life.
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The Lord calls us to personally repent 
and believe that He did all this for us.

Do we hunger and thirst after righteousness? 
Do we recognise The Light?

Do we see ourselves as lost sheep 
needing a Shepherd to save and guide us?
How sad it would be, knowing all His beautiful Names and why He came, IF we refuse to respond to His gracious call to come to Him in sincere repentance and faith?                    We would miss out on all His wonderful blessings, promises, provisions, and gifts;  the most precious being forgiven the guilt of our sin and being given His righteousness to fit us for eternal life with Him in Heaven. Is your sin forgiven?
The Apostle John wrote about the Lord Jesus Christ, “But these (words) are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye might have life through His name”.                                                     John 20v31. 

Important Lesson for us Today:

When we know the truth, it will set us free. John 8v32. 
God has revealed His Truth to us in the Bible. 
We need to be teachable and prayerfully ask the help 
of The Holy Spirit to reveal this Truth to us. 
There is a danger that we will be tempted to misconstrue 
what God has made clear so as to satisfy our own thinking. 
Rev 22v18,19 warns us not to do this. 
We must use Scripture to interpret Scripture 
to be sure of a correct understanding. 
The Lord Jesus Christ must be the centre of our belief. 
Some have rejected Him altogether, 
others have replaced Him by the ‘Church’, 
some deny that Christ is Eternally God; 
others reject the need of turning from this world 
in repentance of sin, 
not putting faith in Christ’s death when He shed 
His precious blood for sinners on the Cross of Calvary. 
Is He your Saviour?
Seek Him now.
