Important Lesson for us Today: Bible truth covers history, law, doctrine, teaching, poetry, and prophecy (fulfilled and yet to happen). We can learn much from the history of Exodus. As well as being an accurate account of things which happened many years ago, this also contains ‘pictures’ for today from which we can learn soul-saving spiritual lessons. The Hebrew enslavement for about 400 years teaches us that our souls are in bondage, enslaved to sin and Satan. Ephesians 2v1 tells us that we are ‘dead in trespasses and sin’, and subject to Satan. It tells of God using His quickening power to set us free from our sin. He has taken the initiative to save us by sending His Son to die in our place and The Holy Spirit to change our hearts – giving us faith to believe and hearts to repent.

Slavery in Egypt.
· Background to Todays’ Lesson.
· God had moved Jacob and his family into Egypt, under Joseph’s rule (1800BC)
· 1740BC a new Dynasty Ruled, Made Hebrews slaves, (by 1400BC 3M people).                                                                                                            
· As Slaves to The Egyptians The Hebrews Had: -
· ‘Sold’ themselves – sold their freedom for a little food and basic shelter.
· No choice – Treated like animals, forced to work every day, cruelly beaten.
· No freedom – Little rest, no days off, no leisure, no enjoyment, no peace.
· No help – Little strength, no weapons, no friendly nation to set them free.
· No will – Forgot how to think for themselves – became ‘institutionalised’.
· What can we Learn from Their Slavery? We Have: -
· ‘Sold’ ourselves – We have sold our hearts and souls to be slaves of sin and Satan, ‘buying’ into the false claims of this World’s ‘peace and satisfaction’.
· No choice – As we get older sin grows stronger. One sin leads to another, it becomes our ‘master’. We find it hard to stop - becoming habitual sinners.
· No freedom – Sin robs us of all that is best in life, keeping us away from spiritual blessings – no freedom to enjoy The Lord’s presence and power.
· No help – No way of escape. Satan blinds us to the only true source of help. He puts doubts and unbelief into our minds, stopping us crying out to God.
· No will – We become dependent upon our sin, clinging to our selfishness, pride, and sinful pleasures; afraid of getting free from the sins we love.        2 Peter 2v22 likens this to the pig who prefers to wallow in the filthy mire, and the dog who returns to its’ own vomit.
· The Final Payment For Sin is Death.
· Pharaoh, alarmed at the expanding number of Hebrews, ordered the death of the male children at birth. Imagine the horror felt by the Hebrews when a boy was born. Their mid-wives refused to tell the soldiers of a boy’s birth.
· Remember, we are all born with sinful natures and need to be rescued from the guilt of our sin and its deadly power over us.
· The Wonder of God’s Sovereign Work of Salvation.
· God took pity on them, taking the initiative to intervene to save them. His plan was to preserve Moses, raise him as leader to free them from slavery.
God took the initiative to save sinners like us - Sending His Son, The Lord Jesus Christ, to live as a perfect Man, to die on the cross in our place to save us.

The Apostle Paul wrote about freedom provided by Christ from the bondage of sin, “Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage (of sin)”.                                        Galatians 5v1.
