Salvation and Freedom From Sin’s Slavery                           
NOTES

This week – continuing our lessons which teach the almighty saving power of Jesus Christ.
God said unto Moses, “I AM THAT I AM”: and He said, “Thus shall thou say unto the Children of Israel,                                       ‘I AM hath sent me unto you’”.               Exodus 3v14.
God calls Moses at the Burning Bush.
Background to Todays’ Lesson.
Moses, wonderfully saved at birth, by God.

Adopted by Pharoah’s daughter.

Brought up as an Egyptian prince.

At age of 40, Moses had chosen the narrow, 
more difficult way - God’s way.
He forsook the riches of the Egyptian court.
Moses, in faith left Egypt, 
and spends 40 years in the Land of Midian.
He marries, has children, 
and works as a shepherd for his father-in-law, Jethro.

Back in Egypt the Children of Israel are treated harshly. 

They now cry out to God for deliverance.                        Does the burden of your sin cause you to cry out?

God answers  - Moses, now aged 80, 
Witnesses an Amazing Sight on Mount Horeb.
A Burning Bush – 
Imagine it -

Fiercely on fire, but miraculously alive and not consumed.
Moses Investigates – 
He hears a voice calling him by name. 
It is The Lord God. A Theophany. The Lord Jesus Christ.
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This is Holy Ground – Moses approaches with humility, 
ready to hear God’s Plan.
God has heard – 
The Children of Israel have cried to Him for help. 
Moses is to return to Egypt and demand of Pharaoh 
that he must let God’s People go.

Moses asks the Lord, 
‘Who shall I say has sent me?’  Exodus 3v11.
The Sovereign and Almighty God replies, 
Say, ‘“I AM THAT I AM”… hath sent you’.
What a tremendous Name for God. VA

Not I WAS, nor, I WILL BE, but I AM.

God is Immutable – Never changing.

Remember : -

1. God created all things from nothing by the Word of His Power.
2. The I AM Sayings of The Lord Jesus Christ.

God is eternally the same. The Great I AM.
God speaks to us today through His Word and through it being preached and testified to us.                        VA
Moses expresses doubt – 
Remembering his experience 40 years previously.

‘Who am I that I should go to Pharoah?’

‘But the People and Pharaoh will not listen to me’. 

God gives more miracle signs: -
1. Cast your rod on the ground. And he cast it on the ground, and it became a serpent; and Moses fled from before it. 

And the Lord said unto Moses, Put forth thine hand, and take it by the tail. And he put forth his hand, 
and caught it, and it became a rod in his hand.
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2. And the Lord said furthermore unto him, 
Put now thine hand into thy bosom. 
And he put his hand into his bosom: and when he took it out, behold, his hand was leprous as snow. 

And he said, Put thine hand into thy bosom again. 
And he put his hand into his bosom again;  

and plucked it out of his bosom, and, 
behold, it was turned again as his other flesh.
These miraculous signs were to be repeated 
to the Hebrew People to show them 

that the one true, Almighty God was with Moses.
Another sign was promised.

Take water from the River Nile 

and pour it on the land. It will turn to blood.
God also promised help, giving him the words to say.

and the help of his brother, Aaron. 
God also warned that initially, 

Pharoah would harden his heart 

and not let the people go.
God promised Moses that: -

He would force Pharaoh to concede. 

The people would be set free and led out of Egypt 
and would travel to The Promised Land. 

The Land promised to Abraham. Isaac, and Jacob.
God Has Many Amazing Surprises for Us Too.
Surprise 1 - God is alive and sees all –  VA
Many today claim to be Atheists.                                      Saying, ‘No evidence for God’. 

The Theory of Evolution is how we got here.                    God can be ignored.

If He does exist, He is weak and distant.                          
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They have no need of Him and 

feel they can live without Him.

Just as the Hebrew People did in Egypt until the burden of their slavery became too great for them to bare. 
Moses was surprised and shocked 

when he heard a voice from the bush 

which was on fire but not being consumed.

He heard his name being called.

Do you hear God calling you?


Not audibly. Not your name - But by conviction of sin.

We must believe that God is  “I AM THAT I AM”. 
The only true and living God – 
All-powerful, All-seeing, All-knowing, All-remembering. Eternal. 
Surprise 2 - The Lord is holy and sees all our sin. VA
Moses realised that he was in the presence of Almighty God.

“Take off your shoes for you stand on Holy ground”.

We are not fit to approach Almighty God – 

He is Holy so we must revere His Name. 
We must not speak it lightly or use it as a swear-word,
as many do today. Are you guilty of this?

Those who reject God today will have a great surprise on the Day of Judgement. But that will be too late.
So, we must approach Him today conscious of the guilt of our sin and rebellion.

We must come recognising Who He is, 

our Creator and Judge.

We must come humbly, with sincere and repentant hearts.

Surprise 3 - God has a mighty plan to save us – VA
God begins to tell Moses of His great plan 

to save His People from Slavery in Egypt.

God tells Moses that 

He is the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. 


The Almighty God. I AM THAT I AM.
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God has given us His Word of Truth (The Bible), 
He has promised to free us 
from the slavery and misery of sin.
He has sent His Son, Jesus Christ, 
to die on Calvary to be our Saviour and Lord.
He has a Promised Land for His People – Heaven.
I hope that this surprises you as you realise the truth of it.      Do you have a place secured in Heaven?

Surprised 4 - God’s Saving Power can be experienced in Our Lives –                                                            VA
Just as the Hebrew People had no power 
to free themselves from slavery in Egypt

We have no power to save ourselves.                                    We are spiritually dead in our sin. Total Depravity

We must cry out to God like they did. 
We must trust Jesus Christ as our personal Saviour. 
We will be released from the guilt of our sin,

And then live our lives in the Power of God.
– NOT to perform miracles, 
BUT with victorious power over our sin, 
doubts, and fears. Over death and judgement.
God has promised to be with us every day of our lives 
as He takes us on the journey through this life 
to eternal Heaven. Do you believe this?
How Do We Know That We Have Been Converted and Saved?
When God The Holy Spirit works in our soul – 
We feel a deep conviction of sin, 
have a repentant heart, 
We seriously want to be forgiven.
We believe in Christ’s death for us on Calvary,  
We know assurance of being forgiven, 
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We have a desire to reject and leave this 
sin-sick world to walk obediently 
with our Creator God.
The Lord Jesus prayed for believers, 
“Father, I will that they also, whom Thou hast given Me, be with Me where I am; that they may behold My glory, which thou hast given Me: for Thou lovedst Me before the foundation of the world”.          John 17v24. 

Important Lesson for us Today: 
God sees all that happens to us. 
He knows every one of our experiences, as they all fall under His Eternal, Sovereign and permissive (allowed) will. God knew and allowed, (but was not the cause of), every detail of His People’s suffering at the hands of the Egyptians.  
He allowed their suffering to turn them from the love of Egypt which was in their heart and replace it with love for Him alone. 
He patiently waited to ‘hear their cry’ for His mercy,    (Exodus 3v7), so that He would enact His plan to free them from slavery and take them to the Promised Land. 
The Lord allows hard things to happen in our lives     to turn us from the hold that this world has over us - causing us to make it our priority to love, worship and obey Him.                                                                                           When we see His power and holiness it makes us cry out to Him in sincere repentance for our sin (our first real prayer), believing that Jesus Christ died on the cross in our place to save us.     

He alone is the ‘God of all comfort’, 2 Corinthians 1v3-7.    You have all heard God’s gracious call.

“Come to Me, seek My forgiveness.” Come today.
Do not reject or harden your heart like Pharaoh did.
