None of these can be supported with Scripture References.
Luther was taught to believe these errors.                                                    BUT in them he could not find peace with God.

Aged 30, he knew that he needed Christ’s 
forgiveness for his sin, and to receive                                                        His righteousness in order to be at peace with God.

It was only the substitutionary death of Jesus Christ, The Son of God, on the cross of Calvary which could pay the debt for his sin.
No payment of money or performing religious acts can save. 
He read his Bible      OT Hebrew, NT Greek.

He discovered that it is By Faith alone – Sola Fide
                         Through Christ alone – Sola Christus.
