 Children Were Welcomed By The Saviour.
Introduction. We learn today how important it is 
to come to the Saviour while we are young.

The longer we leave it and the older we get 
the more we will resist and put it off.

People who put it off until they are older find 
that pride and stubbornness grow with age. 
Often, they live with regret but still resist.

You, as teenagers have a great advantage.
I came to know the Lord Jesus Christ as my personal Saviour when I was 13.
The Lord’s View Of Children 
Is Different To That Of Most People.
Many adults look down on children, 
pushing them away, even despising them.
“Be quiet, go and play, watch TV, just keep out of my way.”

We read about mothers bringing their children 

to the Lord so that they would hear His message.
But the Disciples turned the children away. 
“Jesus has more important things to do.”
“He is here to talk to the grownups.”
But The Lord showed that He has a special place 

in His heart for children, even teenagers like you.

He and knows that you are here today, 

and is pleased that you come along to Bible Class 

and Friday Meeting regularly and some of you to church.
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He knows whether you listen carefully, 

and treat being here seriously.

He said to His Disciples, ‘Allow them to come, 
forbid them not, they are very important to me.’
“You adults need to learn from the children.”
Six Essential Bible Truths 
For Us To Carefully Consider. 
God is giving you the special opportunity to grasp 

the greatest and deepest message in the world.

Salvation – 

Knowing forgiveness of sin is available to you.

Note these following truths: -
1. God Created Us - As Human Beings, 
Spiritual, With Eternal Souls.


We did not evolve from apes.


Designed by God as Human Beings.

As our Creator He has the right to command that 
we should worship Him, love Him, trust Him, 
and live lives of obedience to please Him. 
This is reasonable for people of all ages.
Adults are so prejudiced against God that they have invented all sorts of theories and philosophies to convince themselves that the world was formed without a God.

They welcome TV programs and books which teach that everything came about by chance, human beings included.
Don’t allow yourselves to be brainwashed by this.
Study things carefully and you will see intricate design which demands acceptance of a Creator God.
We recognise there must be order, laws, rulers, parents etc.

The Family is God’s design to give us security.

God is our Heavenly Father, and so, to be happy, we must accept that He expects our love, obedience, and respect.

He is ready to adopt us into His family.
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As you grow older your hearts can harden 
causing you to ask, in rebellion, 

“What right has God to interfere in my life?”
Please accept the truth that you are created 

and that you owe your life to God.
2. We Must Repent - 


Because We Have Sinned against Our Holy God. 
It is hard for adults to admit that they are wrong.

Pride causes them to be convinced 
that every decision they make is right.

Parents and teachers often have to correct you. 

So, you know that you are often wrong.

God has given us a conscience – 
an awareness of right and wrong - fairness.
We can quite easily see what is right and wrong.

We have a case in the news of the many 
Post Office Managers who, in 2010, 
were accused of theft and dishonesty.

It was later discovered that the new computer system, called Horizon, which kept their accounts – Stock in and Sales out was flawed, showing large discrepancies. 

If you. like me, have followed the news we feel that a great injustice has been done and that the vast majority of them are innocent and have been convicted unlawfully.

We expect justice to rule, and they be pardoned 
and recompensed for the loss of earnings etc.

But what about us? 
We must examine our own hearts before God.

God ‘speaks’ to our conscience through our reading His Word, and our hearing faithful Gospel Preaching. 
‘Hear ye Him’, Matthew 17v5.
What do you find in your heart?   VA Heart
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Pride – “I have no sin.”

Selfishness – “I am most important.” “I want.”

Lies and deceit – Always someone else’s fault.


Lust – enjoying dirty jokes.

Stealing our lives and time to ourselves.

Hatred – dislike of others.

Rebellion – I will not have God to rule over me.

Disobedient - to parents and teachers.


Disobedience to God.

May I remind you that God sees 
and remembers all your sin.

Not one sin goes unnoticed by God.

Also, that God in His mercy and grace 

has promised to forget the sin 

of everyone who repents and believes 

in the Lord Jesus Christ as their Saviour.

The older we get pride convinces us 

That we have no need of forgiveness. 

We are not that bad and are as good as anyone else.

But who is the Judge of all? God.

Are you convicted?


It is your duty to repent.

Come to the Saviour now in repentance.

That the guilt of your sin may be blotted out.
3. We Must Place Our Trust 
In The Lord God To Forgive Us.

Only the Lord Jesus Christ (Perfect God and Perfect Man),
by dying on the cross in our place, 
can take away the guilt of our sin. 
Only God can forgive us.    VA
‘But God commendeth His love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us’.                 Romans 5v8.
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4.  We Must Be Converted – 
The Wonderful Work of God The Holy Spirit.
Pride will not accept that we need to humbly 

come to the Saviour.
We need the humbling work of God The Holy Spirit 
to quicken us to accept that we are sinners 
and have broken His Holy Law.

When God converts us, He gives us faith to believe 
what The Bible teaches us about Him, renewing the desire of our heart to love Him and to hate our sin.
We know that we cannot save ourselves.


It is like breaking something very costly.


We do not have the means to pay for a replacement.


Someone else must pay.

Salvation is the free gift of God. No one deserves it.

It is not of works, 

but is all of God’s free mercy and grace.
We know that we fully deserve 

God’s Holy Wrath for eternity.
But we must not be selfish 
by wanting forgiveness to avoid eternal Hell. 

We, like adults, must seek forgiveness 

for our sin because it offends our Holy God.

5. We Must Return The Lord’s Love 
Through Obedience To Him.
As we grow older, we can so easily be ungrateful to God 

and be slow to show appreciation or affection.

It is when we realise the great love of God that sent His Son to Calvary - to suffer and die to save us, it is then we will love Him and serve Him - with willing hearts.
‘For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life’.   VA   John 3v16.
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Love begets love. 

May I encourage you to respond to the love of Christ.
6. We Must Take The Highway To Heaven – 
The Narrow Road.
Unbelieving adults take everything in this world seriously.

Their homes, their jobs, their reputation. 

Always concerned about what people think of them.

Be very careful with Social Media seeking to get acceptance of others. Be very careful what you share online.
As believers, when we see this world as empty and vain 
we will live our life to please The Lord.
Let us look beyond adulthood 
to eternity and life eternal.

We cannot be a true Christian if we continue to mix 
our lives with enjoyment of the ways of this evil world. 
I tried this when I was 16. I had no joy for a year 

until I came back to the Lord with a repentant heart.

Read Psalm 1. “Blessed is the upright man.” VA
7. Conclusion – Do Not Wait Any Longer – 
The best time to come To Jesus Christ is Now!
God says, ‘Those who diligently seek Me will find Me.’     Proverbs 8v17.
The mothers brought their children to the Lord 

and He received them gladly.
Wise Solomon wrote, “Remember now thy Creator in the days of thy youth, while the evil days come not, nor the years draw nigh, when thou shalt say, I have no pleasure in them.”         VA          Ecclesiastes 12v1.                                                                                                   
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Important Question for us Today:  
Are you waiting before you come to Christ?  
No doubt you have heard God’s gracious 
Gospel call many times. 
In Lesson 61 we considered those who responded with 
 ‘Yes, I will follow,’ BUT later, 
‘I have more important things to do right now’. 
Some ‘follow’, attending church, 
BUT insist on living a worldly life. 
These responses are very sad and fraught with 

the danger of our souls being eternally lost. 
The Lord says, ‘Those who have a serious determination to follow Me will come humbly as a little child, fully trusting Me as their Saviour and Lord, and show respect to God The Father as their loving Heavenly Father’. 
They will not want to be half-hearted, giving a false testimony, but will have a God given desire to follow Jesus Christ as their pattern for life. 

If we have repented, let us imitate the Lord - always acting from holy principles, adhering strictly to truth, for God is the God of truth. 
Let us imitate our God, for He commands us to do so,       our relationship to Him requires it, and be rewarded with peace in our souls.                      Read Philippians 4v7,8.
