The Saviour Comes and Begins His Work
This week – We revise our recent lessons – concluding that Jesus Christ is God The Son.      NOTES – Revision for Lessons 127 to 135. 136 and 137 will be taught later.
Revision – The Son of God, The Saviour.
AIM To prove that the Lord Jesus Christ is the Son of God, the 2nd Person of the Trinity. The One born as a Perfect Man to be our Saviour.   VA
We Must Ask Ourselves The Vital Question - Who is Jesus Christ?
A voice from Heaven said:

“This is My beloved Son, in Whom I am well pleased.”  Matthew 3v17, 17v5.
God declared Him to be His Eternal Son.  John 1 v1-3   VA
“In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, 
and the Word was God.

The same was in the beginning with God.

All things were made by Him; 
and without Him was not anything made that was made.”
He taught the truth, the way to find peace with God, 
performing many miracles to authenticate Who He was.
1. He came to save. Ask Why did Christ come to earth?
       He Was Born of a Virgin.  No earthly father. Not Joseph.
Conceived by The Holy Spirit. See Matthew 1v18-23
      The promised Messiah, Immanuel, God with us. 
Perfect God and Perfect Man. Isaiah 7v14 700BC
“Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; 
Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, 
and shall call his name Immanuel.”
      Why is this is very important?
The Lord Jesus could not die for our sins if He had sin of His own.
2. He Resisted All Satan’s Temptations.
The Lord faithfully and successfully resisted His enemy Satan.  Matthew 4v10.  VA
Then saith Jesus unto him, “Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written,     Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and Him only shalt thou serve.”
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 How did He Show Us how to resist our enemy, Satan?
by using His Word of Truth. Matthew 4v4 and 7.

The more we read the Bible and study it 
the more we will be able to resist temptation.
The Lord refused to be derailed from His Plan of Salvation.

He had to remain faithful to His Father and His Covenant Agreement.

3. He Spoke The Truth With Great and Full Authority.

  The Lord’s Words were simple enough for all to understand Him, 
and yet profound that even educated people cannot exhaust 
the depth of their spiritual meaning.
The people were astonished at His doctrine (teaching): 
for He taught them as one having authority, 

and not as the scribes. Matthew 7v28,29.    VA
He Taught the Only Way To Heaven. John 3v16,

Ask them to repeat this verse.

Jesus saith unto him, “I am the Way, the Truth, and the Life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by Me.”   John 14v6.
The people marvelled and said, “No man has spoken like this before.”
Why is the Bible like no other book?

The Bible is uniquely God’s Word to us. 

He has preserved it for us. Psalm 119v89 

  It is God’s inspired Word. 2 Timothy 3v16. 
Men wrote, moved by The Holy Spirit. 
So it is God breathed.
“For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.” 2 Peter 1v21 VA
The Bible is still the worlds’ best-selling book. 

About 40 Million in 2022.

Its’ message has influenced millions. 
God speaks to us today through His Word, The Bible, 

and through faithful preaching from it.

It is so important to read it daily.
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4. He Healed The Sick; Even the Dead were Raised To Life Again.
 
The Lord healed 1,000’s of people – 
physically, mentally, spiritually, even from death.

What does this tell us about the Lord Jesus Christ?

No mere man could perform miracles like these.

We learn that He even brought Himself back to life 

after dying on the cross to save His People.
5. The Leper – VA
What is Leprosy a picture of?
Leprosy is a picture of our sin, 
eating away at our soul. 
Leprosy damages the sensitivity of hands and feet 

so that the sense of feeling is dulled.


Sin also damages our conscience and feeling 

such that we are not worried about our sin getting worse.

We need healing and cleansing.

Our sin is like Leprosy. It is very contagious, it disfigures us.

It eats away at our soul. We will die. 

The Leper needed the healing from the Lord.

What do we need from the Lord?

We need the Lord’s Divine Power to heal us, 
Love and Compassion were certainly proved beyond all doubt.
We would be repelled by the thought of touching a leper.

We note that the Lord did not recoil as the leper came to Him 
and asked, “If Thou wilt, Thou cans’t make me clean.”
We observe here the leper’s faith.


He believed that the Lord Jesus 

was none other than the Son of God.
Leprosy is a picture of our sin. The Lord ‘touched’ us by taking   VA
our sin upon Himself when He died on the cross to save us.
How wonderful! How amazing!
As He healed the faithful leper, He also forgave Him his sin.
Pray to Him now, 

“Lord if it is Thy will, cleanse me from the guilt of my sin.”
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6. What did we learn about 2 houses?

The house built on the rock stood, 
but the house built on sand fell.

What does this teach us about living our lives?

We must build our lives upon the Truth of God’s Word.


A Solid Foundation – Solid, dependable, trustworthy.
“For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, 
which is Jesus Christ.” 1 Corinthians 3v11     VA
Gospel Truth.

Building you life on your own ideas and thoughts is like building on sand.

It will not survive in the Storms of Life and the final ‘Storm’ of death.
7. How many roads are there through life?
What are they and where do they lead us?
The Broad Road leads to Destruction, Hell.
The Narrow Road leads to Eternal Life. Heaven.
“Enter ye in at the strait gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and many there be which go in thereat.” Matthew 7v13.    VA
The strait gate (narrow) is the one which John Bunyan described as the ‘Wicket Gate’ (Narrow), which brings us to the foot of the cross.
The place of obedient repentance and faith 

in The Lord Jesus Christ as our Saviour and Lord.
“Jesus saith unto him, I AM the Way, the Truth, and the Life:
 no man cometh unto the Father, but by Me.” John 14v6.

The Reformation in 1517 (507 years ago) re-established Bible Truth: -

1. By Grace alone                              (Sola Gratia)

2. Through Faith alone                     (Sola Fide)

3. In Christ alone                              (Sola Christus)

4. According to Scripture alone      (Sola Scriptura)

5. For God’s Glory alone                 (Sola Deo Gloria)
Briefly expand each of the above.    VA
8. The Two Trees- 
What sort of fruit did each bare?

One bearing good fruit - Harvested and kept.
The other bearing rotten fruit. Only fit to be burnt.
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God has created us and expects us to bring glory to His Name.

      Name some of the fruits God expects from us?
Obedience, Repentance, Humility, Love, Joy, Peace, Longsuffering, Patience, Faith, Service, Worship, Praise, Witness, etc.
Believers – produce good fruit for the Lord, Kept Eternally.
      Unbelievers – produce bad fruit, as from a diseased tree.
Must be eternally punished in Hell.

We must bear good fruit to enter Heaven.
9. The Wheat and Tares – 
Why does God allow sin now?

Judgement is preserved for when we die or when Christ returns at the end of time.

Allowed by God to grow together.

At harvest time the wheat stored in the barn.

The Tares separated and burnt in the fire.
Believers to Heaven, unbelievers judged and sent to Hell.
Do you think that this is unfair?

Surely, not. We have been warned 

that the Wages of sin are death.

But the Lord in His mercy and kindness followed on by saying



“But the gift of God is eternal life.”
“For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” Romans 6v23.    VA
Believers must imitate Christ – Love, joy, peace, patience, gentleness, truth, faith, meekness. Galatians 5v22
10. The Lord taught us how to pray, 
and our need of repentance. Matthew 6v9-15. Ch 4v17.
Let us join His Disciples and say, 
‘Of a truth Thou art The Son of God’. Matthew 14v33
Isaiah wrote (700 years before Christ came), 
“Remember the former things of old: for I am God, 
and there is none else; I am God, and there is none like Me, declaring the end from the beginning, 
and from ancient times the things that are not yet done, 
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saying, ‘My counsel shall stand, and I will do all My pleasure.’ ”                              Isaiah 46 v9-10.
Conclusion - Important Thought for us Today: 
Who do you believe Jesus Christ to be? 
Is He just an ordinary man, a person of history? 
The Bible tells us that He came as a Man, a babe born to a virgin, 
laid in a manger about 2,000 years ago. 
He is Immanuel – God with us. 
The Bible also tells us that He is Eternal God (without beginning or end), that He is God The Son, the 2nd Person of the Triune God, (coequal with the Father and the Holy Spirit). 
The Bible also tells us that He is the Creator.

that He is Holy, without sin, a perfect Saviour, 
and that He will return to Judge everyone at the end of time.  

He came to save sinners like you and me. 
By offering Himself to His Father as a perfect sacrifice 
when He died on the cross of Calvary, 
suffering the punishment due to us, for our sin, 
that we might go free and enter Eternal Heaven. 

You will either believe in Him and seek Him as your Saviour and Lord, 
or you will reject Him and take the eternal consequences.
We have learnt that The Lord Jesus Christ is The Son of God, The Saviour.

“How shall we escape, if we neglect so great a salvation?”  Hebrews 2v3.    Repent, turn from your sin, come to Him now.
Now is the Day of Grace, the Day of Salvation.    VA
