Great Differences: Revision of Lessons on David                                                                                           This week – David’s confidence that The Lord Jesus Christ would come to be his Saviour.
NOTES

Aim. To remind ourselves from an overview of David's testimony as a typical believer and to show how his life and reign illustrate the life and reign of the Lord Jesus Christ, The Saviour, David’s greater son. 
Peter preached on The Day of Pentecost, “David knew that God would raise up Christ to sit on his throne; … seeing this before thus speaking of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in hell”.                                                                                            Acts 2v29-31.

“Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life: and I will dwell in the house of the LORD for ever.”   Psalm 23v6.
The Lord Jesus Christ: David’s Greater Son.
The Old Testament’s great theme is the coming of the Saviour and has many wonderful pictures which point to His person and work – e.g. Noah’s Ark, the Exodus. 

God Sovereignly ordered David’s life so as to be a ‘Type of Christ’ (like Moses, Joseph). 
However, we must remember 4 important differences  
1. Christ, as God The Son, knew all things, 
2. was perfect, 
3. was eternal 
4. and had Divine Power. 
The promised Saviour would come through the lineage of David (2 Samuel 7.12&16, Romans 1.3).

Matthew 1v1-17.
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Christ is called ‘Son of David’ 17 times in the New Testament – in recognition that He is the OT Promised Messiah.  Here are some examples: -
“The book of the generation of Jesus Christ, the Son of David, the son of Abraham.” Matthew 1v1.

“Saying, What think ye of Christ? whose Son is he?                  They say unto him, The Son of David.” Matthew 22v42.
“And when he, Bartimaeus, heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out, and say, Jesus, thou Son of David, have mercy on me.  Mark 10v47.  
“And the multitudes that went before, and that followed, cried, saying, Hosanna to the Son of David: Blessed is He that cometh in the name of the Lord; Hosanna in the highest.” Matthew 21v9.                              
David and The Lord Jesus were both: -
1. Anointed (chosen) to be King, by God.
Both David and Christ did not become King until after they were anointed. (2 Samuel 2.4, Ephesians 1.4).
David would later become King of Jerusalem, the capital city of Judah.

Christ, the King of Kings, would become King of Spiritual Jerusalem, Zion, and reign in the hearts of all those who trust in Him as Saviour.
2. Fought Many Enemies.

David fought Goliath the Philistine and knew victory by trusting in the Lord (1 Samuel 17.37).                                          He was hated by King Saul who tried to kill him several times and was even betrayed by his own rebellious son, Absalom. The Lord was betrayed by Judas Iscariot.
The Lord Jesus Christ was tempted by Satan in the wilderness (Matthew 4) and victoriously answered every threat with the Word of God.
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We learn of our Saviour’s humility, and great love for His people, in that He came to this sinful world to suffer on the cross for lost sinners – all who would repent and believe.
Are you in His Kingdom?  Is He your Saviour?                                                      He calls you to Himself, to repent and have faith in Him as your Saviour and Lord. To know a new life of joy in Him. Why would you reject such love?
3. A Period of Humiliation. Despised and Scorned by the People, yet Humble.
David was chosen over his older brothers – he was just a young shepherd boy, but the Lord looked at his heart and found faith there. (1 Samuel 16.7).
King Saul was jealous of David’s success against the Philistines and sought to kill him.

The Lord Jesus Christ was ”despised and rejected of men … a man of sorrows and acquainted with grief” (Isaiah 53.3)                                                                 and was hated by those He came to offer salvation to.

Herod, wanted to kill Him as a child.

The Jewish Religious Leaders hated Him and schemed to have Him put to death.

Pilate was afraid of the Jews and so, even stating that He was innocent, committed Him to be crucified.

The Jewish people shouted, “Crucify Him, Crucify Him”.
The Sovereign God protected the lives of David and The Lord Jesus until it was time for David to become King, and for Jesus to go to the Cross to accomplish His saving work. 
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We thank the Lord that the Saviour rose again from the dead on the 3rd Day.                                 

Victorious over sin, death, the grave, and Hell.

4. King of Jerusalem by Consent.

When King Saul died the people of Judah asked David to be their King immediately.                                                             7 years later Israel accepted David as their King.
David made Jerusalem his capital city.

The Lord Jesus has an unseen kingdom over which He rules in Righteousness and Peace.

It is in the hearts of His Elect People. Chosen in eternity past.

Men, women, boys, and girls from every nation can belong to this spiritual Jerusalem. Zion.

They look forward to going one day to live in this heavenly Jerusalem.

The Bible uses the names Jerusalem and Zion in three senses: -

a. The earthly capital of Israel first established by David and into which Jesus rode on a colt to face his crucifixion.
b. The people who have been redeemed by the Lord Jesus and who gladly acknowledge him as their king and Saviour are called the Citizens of Zion.
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c. The heavenly city which will be the everlasting home of all those saved and washed of their sins by the Lord Jesus Christ having shed His precious blood for them.
All for whom Christ died will be saved and go to be with Him in eternal Heaven.
Have you come to the Saviour in sincere repentance and faith? Are you a Citizen of Zion?
Important Thought for us Today: 
The Bible, God’s Word, is like no other book.                         David was a prophet as well as a King.                                       Under the inspiration (influence and guidance) of The Holy Spirit, David wrote many Psalms.                                                           Some of these were Messianic Psalms, (pointing to the Lord Jesus Christ Who would come to earth 1,000 years later and predicting in exact detail what would happen to Him when He came).                                                                                         God had promised David that One would be born into his family Who would be the promised Messiah,                               and David looked ahead to Christ as his Saviour and Lord. 

Take time to study and meditate on: -                                                                     Psalm 2 (Christ is God, The Messiah will be in David’s family line),                                                                                  Psalm 8 (Christ was the Lord of Creation), 
Psalm 16 (Christ’s Resurrection),                                                        Psalms 22, and 69 (Christ’s Suffering),                                                      Psalms 45,72, and 89 (Christ’s Glorious, Eternal Reign), 
Psalm 110 (Christ as Eternal King and Priest),            Psalm 118 (Christ would come in the Name of The Lord, but be rejected by the Jews),                                          Psalm 41 (Christ would be betrayed),                                             and Psalm 132 (Christ, Eternal Inheritor of David’s Throne).                                                                                                    These prophecies all came to pass when The Lord Jesus 
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Christ came to earth 1,000 years later as recorded in the Gospels in The New Testament. 

This should challenge us to accept the Bible as God’s Word and respond, as David did, to God’s gracious call to repentance and faith in The Lord Jesus Christ.
