Hezekiah trusted in the LORD God of Israel ...                      For he clave (clung in faith) to the LORD,                                             and departed not from following Him,                                          but kept His commandments.  2 Kings 18v5-6 VA.
The Word of Defence
Hezekiah is Blessed as He Stands Firm for the LORD.
Introduction – it is 681 BC. 2,703 years ago 
Israel, Judah - Divided Kingdoms about 930 BC.                    Both Were Under God’s Judgement, 

Having Fallen Into Idolatry.
In Jerusalem, capital of Israel, the Temple doors are shut. 
No worship of the Living God.
King Ahaz had turned the people back to idol worship 
and temple worship was shut down.
King Hezekiah came to the throne

 at the age of 25.

He was a Believer, 
He did that which was right in the eyes of the Lord.
He Calls The People Back to Worship God.
The Temple, the Lord’s House, is Re-opened. 

Worship is Re-started.
Hezekiah calls the people to offer sacrifices 

and sing Psalms of praise to their God.
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Sacrifices are made and the people repent.

Invitations Are Sent Out by Hezekiah’s ‘postmen’ 

to every part of Judah.
That they should come to the house of the LORD at Jerusalem, to keep the Passover unto the LORD God of Israel. 
There was a mixed response – Many accept and come,

But some reject with scorn.
What is our response to God’s call to repent, believe, 
obey , and worship Him? Wiil we come?
The Passover Celebrated 

With Great Gladness and Enthusiasm.
Sincere and earnest prayers 

were offered to the Lord. God heard them.
Idols Destroyed Throughout the Land 

as the People Turned Back to God.
The People repented and smashed their altars and idols.
True believers destroy and put aside all the things 
which they used to love – their old ‘idols’.
Giving To The Lord.
The Lord blessed the people – 

with forgiveness and with plenty. 
Gifts of corn, oil, honey, 

and animals were gladly brought to Jerusalem

so that the Priests and the Levites 

could be provided for.

“And in every work that he began in the service of the house of God, and in the law, and in the commandments, to seek his God, he did it with all his heart, and prospered.”   2 Chronicle 31v21.    VA
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The Mighty King of Assyria, 

Sennacherib Threatens Jerusalem.
He Makes Increased Demands.
He had overrun Israel in the north, 

Samaria captured. 
Judah and Jerusalem are next.
Sennacherib now approaches Jerusalem, 

he demands more money from Hezekiah.
“Be strong and courageous, be not afraid nor dismayed for the king of Assyria, nor for all the multitude that is with him: for there be more with us than with him
With him is an arm of flesh; but with us is the LORD our God to help us, and to fight our battles. 
And the people rested themselves upon the words of Hezekiah king of Judah. 2 Chronicles 32:7 and 8. VA
Sennacherib Undermines the Lord’s Servants 

and Mocks The LORD.    VA
Persuasive messages in letters are sent to threaten 

and frighten the people.

“The other countries gods have not helped them.

You are foolish to think that your God can help you.”
We must resist Satan, the enemy of our souls,                          
King Hezekiah’s Response of Faith in the LORD.   
He Takes the Problem to the Lord in Prayer. 
He lays the threatening letters before the LORD.

Hezekiah's Prayer 2 King 19 v14-
And Hezekiah received the letter of the hand of the messengers and read it: and Hezekiah went up into the house of the LORD, and spread it before the LORD.
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And Hezekiah prayed before the LORD, and said, 

“O LORD God of Israel, … 

Thou art the God, even Thou alone, 

of all the kingdoms of the earth; 

Thou hast made heaven and earth.

LORD, bow down Thine ear, and hear:                   
open, LORD, Thine eyes, and see: 

and hear the words of Sennacherib, 

which hath sent him to reproach the living God.

Of a truth, LORD, the kings of Assyria 

have destroyed the nations and their lands,

And have cast their gods into the fire: 

for they were no gods, 

but the work of men's hands, 

wood and stone: therefore, 

they have destroyed them.

Now therefore, O LORD our God, 

I beseech Thee, save Thou us out of his hand, 
that all the kingdoms of the earth 

may know that Thou art the LORD God, 

even Thou only. “  2 Kings 19v15-19.     VA
Believing - The Lord our God is with us to fight our battles.
He Prays – “O Lord our God … Save us out of his (Sennacherib’s) hand.”
The LORD Wonderfully Answers 

King Hezekiah’s Prayer. 2 Kings 19v35.
The LORD Smites the Assyrian Camp at Night – 185,000 men found dead.
Sennacherib Escapes – 

but is assassinated by two of his sons. 
God meted out His Judgement om Sennacherib.
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If only we would turn to Christ,

 fully trusting His Word, 
He will convert us, forgive us, keep us, 

and surprise us with so many blessings – 

both now and throughout eternity.
Paul wrote, “Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of His might. Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil.”         Ephesians 6 v10-11.  VA
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Important Lesson for us Today: 
Why is it so important to ‘put on’ 

the whole Armour of God? 

Please read Ephesians 6 v10-20. 
God has provided this armour, 

for every believer to wear, 

so that our souls can be protected 

against the ‘wiles of the devil’. 
Satan, the enemy of our souls’, does not want us 

to trust in God for the forgiveness of our sin. 
He does not want us to go to Heaven.             
So, we must wear the cloak of truth (integrity of heart), the breastplate of righteousness (from Christ), 
with our feet shod with the Gospel of peace (knowing forgiveness of sin);
taking the shield of faith, (God’s gift to us at conversion so we can repent and trust in Him); 
the helmet of Salvation (protecting our mind); 
and the sword of the Spirit which is the Word of God; praying in the Spirit (seeking God’s will);  

always watching with all perseverance and supplication (asking for help) for all believers.    

To be on Christ’s victory side we must live daily wearing His armour.
When wearing this armour God is for us and nothing can be against us.                                                              Once saved we can never be lost.                                                     Do you believe this? Trust in Christ today.
