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Important Lesson for us Today: 
Is the version of the Bible important? Yes, very!                      
At EDT we use the King James Version (KJV), also known as the Authorised Version (AV). Many reject it today as being old fashioned, but it is an accurate translation that closely follows the most reliable texts available. 
The most reliable texts are OT – Hebrew Masoretic Text,                        	NT – Greek Textus Receptus. 
Other, more recent translations use, or are influenced by, another set of texts called the Critical Text.                                       These contain errors, omit whole passages of the Bible,  	 	and seek to throw doubt on the Deity of the 
	Lord Jesus Christ as being the eternal Son of God, 
	the 2nd person of the Triune God – 
		Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 
The Nicene Creed 325AD established the Trinity 
	against the error of Arius. 
He is regarded as the founder of Arianism, 
	which holds that Jesus Christ was not coeternal 
	with God the Father, 
	but was created by God the Father.                                                   
As Christ can only be our Saviour
	 if He is God The Son, 
it is vital that we own and read the translation that 	preserves this truth and avoid all the modern 	erroneous translations.
