Introduction to God’s Holy Law

AIM This week we consider that God’s 10 Commandments are still valid and in force today and that we should search our hearts to see where we have broken every one of them. 
“Thou shalt have no other Gods before Me.”                       Exodus 20v3.  
The 10 Commandments – God’s Moral Law for all time.

Written down by Moses over 4,000 years ago.                  2,000 years Before Christ.
God created man in his own image, upright and perfect, and gave him a living soul with God’s righteous law in his heart, which had been unto eternal life if he had he kept it.

The same law that was first written in the heart of man continued to be a perfect rule of righteousness after Adam’s fall, and was delivered by God to Moses upon Mount Sinai, in 10 Commandments, and written in two tables, the four first containing our duty towards God, and the other six, our duty to man.
Many hold the 10 Commandments in contempt and say they are not relevant for us today.
Even some so-called Christians today 


do not hold to the 4th commandment  


to Remember the Sabbath Day to keep it holy.
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Our Parliament passes Laws                                                 
which encourage the breaking of them.


Sabbath Day trading, Euthanasia, same sex 
marriage, etc.
Our society, media, and educational system say 
there is no Creator God and so promote 

Evolution by Chance over billions of years.
What is your attitude to God’s Law?

It is obvious from the news that we live in a sinful world as we see all the Commandments broken,

Deep down you may be tempted to question        “Why should I be interested in God's laws                          
if I do not believe in Him?”

Even you may think that Commandments 5 to 10 are to deny you having fun. But surely this is sinful fun.
Let us consider the awe-inspiring events when the Lord delivered the 10 Commandments to Moses.
The Lord had delivered them out of the hands of the Egyptians, and they were now travelling towards                 
the promised land of Canaan. 
God told the people that He would bless them                        
if they were faithful to Him.

The people were forbidden to approach the mountain. The people had to wash, to be clean
Mount Sinia was shrouded in cloud. 
There was smoke and fire and the earth quaked                
as God met Moses and Aaron.

So, God wrote His Law with His finger 

on the Tablets of Stone.
The same Laws that God had written                             
on Adam’s heart at Creation.
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We have the Highway Code to keep us safe on                  
the road – as pedestrians, cyclists or motorists. 

Our parents are keen to send us to a school                         
that has good rules and firm discipline.

Let us now consider some of the great aspects                     
of God’s Law,

God’s Law shows us 10 Positive Aspects of God’s character: -
1. He is Unique – 

The only one true, eternal, Holy, Triune God.
2. He is Jealous of His Name – 

A Spirit – No Images or Idols.
3. He is Supreme – 

Expects respect – No misuse of His Name.
4. He is Worthy of our Worship – 

to be approached reverently as our Creator - 
Setting one day in seven aside for sincere 
worship.
5. He is Holy – 

Expecting our total obedience.
6. He is Love – 

No murder or hatred. No spiteful revenge.
7. He is Pure and Faithful –

 No adultery. Keeps all His promises.

8. He is a Great Giver – 

No stealing. Totally honest with Integrity.
9. He is Truth – 

No dishonesty, lying or deceit.
10. He is Absolutely Fair – 

Expects no coveting. 
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10 Instructions from our Maker. Our manual for life.
·   Warning, guiding, helping us in how to live in this sinful world. To hate sin and love God.
·    Giving clear guidance on how to make decisions which please the Lord.

·    All the complex gadgets have instruction manuals.
· 10 Rules to protect Heaven.

·    Have you flown in an aeroplane above the clouds?

You look down on the pure white clouds.

A picture of the purity of Heaven. No polluting sin.

·    The 10 Commandments show us our condition in God’s Holyn sight.

This should alarm us and bring us 


to repentance and faith in the Saviour.

·    Just one sin bars us from God’s                              
 Eternal, Holy, Presence.
· 10 Laws by which we shall all be judged, righteously.  
·   Complete fairness – 
We fully deserve God’s punishment.
Do not be complacent about your sin.

You may think that you can get away with it.

But a day of Judgement awaits us all.
· 10 Encouragements to seek the Saviour.
·   The Law is a schoolmaster directing us to the Lord Jesus Christ as the Saviour of sinners.
·   In Him alone we find forgiveness for our sin if we repent and believe that He died as our Substitute,
·   In Him we have peace and joy through reconciliation with God.
Let us marvel at His finished work on the cross.
O. what pain He bore to save His People.
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What is your attitude to God’s Law?

 A Religious Formalist – 

I attend Church, I do not need a Saviour. 
 An Atheist who argues ‘No God’ – 

So, No Judgement’

  An Anarchist who says ‘No Law’ – 

‘So, I can do as I like’
 An Agnostic – ‘I do not care –                                         

It does not worry me’

   Is your conscience pricked                                   


and troubled by your sin?
The Lord Jesus told the parable of the Wise Man who  built his house upon the rock. Matt 7v24-29.


To protect us in the storms of life.

He also said,                                                                                                          “If ye love Me keep my commandments” John 14v15.
Galatians 3v24,25 teaches us that, “Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith.  But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.”

Make no delay, repent and come to the Saviour today.

Important Lesson for us today:  Does God’s Commandments spoil our fun?

Certainly not. 
What fun is there in hating, stealing, lying, disobedience, coveting, unfaithfulness in marriage, etc.?

 What fun is there in ignoring our Creator and Saviour?
