The Saviour – Arrested and Falsely Condemned. 
Christ’s Arrest and Trial.
You may be intrigued by trials, On the drama off the courtroom.
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The trial of the Lord Jesus Christ was highly unusual. In fact, it was a travesty of justice. You will see this as we go through the detail.
As we go through his trial let us keep in mind the fact that everyone will be tried at the Judgement Day at the end of time.

At the trial there is the Judge.            VA                          In this case the Jewish High Priest Caiphas.  VA
The accused = The Lord Jesus Christ.   VA
The prosecution-the Jewish Council     VA                             	of Religious Leaders.
The defence-but this was missing.    VA
The charge-in this case a false charge.     VA
The evidence-given by false witnesses.   VA
This trial was held at night.    VA

We would expect a fair trial to hear all the evidence for and against and for a fair and just verdict to be concluded. 
We would also expect it to be held in open court for all to see its’ fairness.

The Arrest. Judas had received 30 pieces of silver to lead the Temple soldiers at night to the Lord and betrayed Him with a kiss.                                                   The Lord allowed them to take Him away.                             
On earlier occasions when they sought to arrest Him they fell back and He walked away.
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But now was His time to go to the cross to die to save His People from their sins.
His disciples fled just as the Lord had said they would.

The Trial. Held secretly at night and in the early morning so that it would be over before the crowds were aware of it. 
At first before Annas, the Head of the Jewish Council, who was determined that the Lord should be put to death.
Then before the High Priest.
The Judge. Caiaphas – The High Priest,                     	who was biased against the Lord.                  Even allowing the Jewish Leaders                           	to spit in the Lord’s face and punch Him. 
The Prosecution. People were paid to lie                        	and mis-quote the Lord’s words.
The Defence. Did not exist. 
	The Lord refused to defend Himself 
`	against them.
“He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth.”    Isaiah 53v7.      VA

The Charge. Blasphemy.                                                                            Irrespective of His miracles, the Jews rejected the Lord as the Son of God.                                                              	
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He was not guilty of blasphemy – 
He is God The Son. 

The Sentence. Guilty of death. But they did not have the power to put Him to death. 
Thwy had to take the Lord to Pilate, the Roman Governor.

The Charge.      VA
Sin against God. He has written His Law in Scripture as well as on our hearts and on our consciences so that we are without excuse.                  	We have knowingly broken them.

The Prosecution.     VA
He has a complete record of all our thoughts, deeds, and motives. 
These Books of Remembrance will be opened on that awesome day. Rev 20v12

The Defence.      VA
We will be speechless as we know that we are guilty and will have no defence.
Even the Atheist will acknowledge God, but it will be too late. Today is the Day of sakvation.
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The Eternal Sentence. 
    Only One of Two Outcomes!    VA
Guilty - For those who, during their life on earth, had never looked to the Lord Jesus Christ and trusted Him, in faith, as their personal Saviour and Lord.
To suffer eternal wrath. Hell.
Acquitted – All those who had personally come to Christ in repentance and faith; all those for whom Christ has died - the Elect, whose names are in the Lamb’s Book of Life. Revelation 21v27. 

None shall be lost for whom Christ died.
Every day brings us nearer to our death or His return. Are we ready for this day?                                                           To be acquitted we must be safe through our trust in Christ, Who died for sinners on the cross. Otherwise, we will each be held responsible for the guilt of our sin.   VA

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Important Lesson for us Today: 
How should we view death?
The Bible speaks of 3 types of Death;                     	2 are certain for all, 
	but the 3rd is for those who reject God.
1. Spiritual death - from our birth all are dead to God; we do not love Him or want Him in our life.
2. Physical death - the death of our body which ends this life - the gateway to eternity for our soul.
3. Eternal death - if we have not trusted that the Lord Jesus Christ suffered and died for our sins before our physical death then we must face God’s judgement for our sin (Hebrews 9v27),                                and be sent away from God, to Hell, for all eternity. 
Our conscience, which remembers all our sin, will show us the fairness and holiness of God, and that we deserve this punishment. (Rom 2v15-16).
Do not reject God as so many do today. Hear God’s gracious call and repent now, while you live. 
Come to Christ, have your sinful soul made perfect so as to enjoy Eternal Life with Him in His holy home, Heaven.
