Aim To learn obedience to this commandment.   VA                 This is more than advice and it is incumbent upon everyone to obey its’ principal. Keeping it promotes a stable society.
Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee.                                         Exodus 20v12.   VA
God’s 5th Commandment 
Honour’ – Show obedient respect and give great esteem to God’s Law - to those whom God has placed in authority over us, (parents teachers, pastors, police, government, etc.), and to the Law of our Land (where it agrees with God’s Law). VA

Let us note some interesting things                              
about this commandment.

Relevant to all of us 
- regardless of age, gender or our status.
See how important you are to God.

He is very interested in how you are                                        
growing up into adulthood.

You are the next generation.

Firstly, you must seek and find Him                                 
as your Saviour and Lord.    
If you are a believer,                                                            
ask what role has God for me in the church?

To be at peace with God, useful to Him, and a blessing to others, we need to be teachable, humble, ready to listen, read our Bibles, worship, pray, believe and obey.                                
What motivates you? What drives you?

Christ is our example in this.  
With His help and guidance, 
seek to live a sanctified life, as He did.
We form good or bad habits from those                                   
who have the authority over us.                    
Seek to cultivate good habits and                                              
learn from the mistakes of others.
When Prince Harry was a student, he made a mistake by dressing up with a Nazi Swastika.      VA Picture
He had no thought of the offense he was giving to the Jews. 

You will remember that, in the 1940’s, the Nazi’s murdered   
6 million Jews in the Holocaust. 
Nazi philosophy was very evil, holding to a white superior 
race which was based on the Theory of Evolution, 
‘Survival and supremacy of the fittest’.
What example do we show to each other and to younger people? This question is for all of us.
We are all Responsible       VA
God wants to lead and guide us - as we grow up,                     
and later, as adults.                           
Learn right from wrong                                                                    
and live to be a good example to others.
As we grow up there will be transfer of responsibility to us.

We will be allowed to make our own important decisions.

Are we ready for this transition? 
Will we still listen to good advice? Especially from the Bible.
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2.  This Commandment is Positive.                              There are 7 Commandments ‘Thou shalt not’
God promises a reward to all who obey                            
and keep this commandment.
The Children of Israel were promised long life.
Individuals, Our Family, Church, School, Work, and Society as a whole will see the fruit of the Spirit in us - love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance (self-control). Galatians 5v22
These characteristics should grow and flourish within us

 - for our benefit, and for all those around us. 
So, who must we honour, respect and obey?     


The 5th Commandment includes: -
1. Honour Father and Mother, Guardians.   VA
‘Children, obey your parents, in the Lord’. Ephesians 6v1
The Lord commands us that we should show honour (obedient respect), love, and gratitude to parents/guardians.
Parents are responsible to bring up their children God’s way. “And, ye fathers, provoke not your children to wrath: but bring them up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord.”  Ephesians 6v4                          VA
The Lord has ordained marriage, the Family.
To stay together.

Much despised today.

To be taught about God, His holiness, His Laws for Life.


His readiness to forgive us our sins. 

To learn of the Saviour Who died to save sinners.

What would happen if we said?
“Do not tell me what to do.”

“I am going to do what I want to do, my own way.”

“I know better than you.”                     VA Boy/Cliff
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This attitude shows foolish pride, stubbornness, arrogance.
“I will not listen or learn from anyone”.
Do we try to keep harmony in the family?

Do we eat at the same time, sleep at the same time,                   
  go home at a respectable time?

Do we offer help? Are we grateful?
Do we willingly attend family devotions?

If ye love Me keep My commandments. John 14v4. VA
2. Godly and Faithful Teachers.    VA
Act upon that which Bible believing Pastors and Teachers teach us. Beware of those who teach error.
“Remember them which have the rule over you, who have spoken unto you the word of God: whose faith follow, considering the end of their conversation, (way of life). Hebrews 13v7    VA
Let the Bible be your sole rule and guide,                            
reading it daily, with prayer.
What would happen if we made our own rules?


Each set would be different.

As we are inherently sinful and selfish,                                               
our rules would favour us to the detriment of others.

E.G.  Think of relationships. A couple marry. That’s good.

But one thinks that they can be disloyal and break their vows. They fancy someone else and go with them.
The outcome – The other one suffers hurt and rejection. 
Any children suffer because the love which they need from both their father and mother is tarnished and spoilt.

Maybe, the one they go off with is married,                                          
 and so another family is broken up.

Just think. Committing this sin                                               
could affect 50 or more people.
E.G. We may be tempted to steal or rob a bank. 
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Selfishly taking things which are not ours. 
“I want it so I can have it.”

But someone must suffer for this loss.

E.G. We may feel we can say what we like,                            
not worrying about another’s feelings. 
But we do not like it when someone does the same to us.

There are always consequences for our sin.

We suffer and so do others.
E.G. We may feel strongly about something and want to protest. But we must be careful in how we go about this.
Think. Whose is the best set of rules for happy living?
Surely, God’s 10 Commandments.
We need to learn discernment.                                                   How to make good decisions. Who should we listen to?

We are young and have a lot to learn.

About ourselves, about life, God’s ways and principles.
You cannot be a brain surgeon as soon as you leave school.

It takes 7 years to train as a doctor, followed by many more as a Junior Consultant, before being allowed to operate.

You would have to work alongside an experienced brain surgeon for a number of years.

Knowledge is gained through study, research, and hands on experience.

Likewise, with Christian discernment. 
We must study to know the Bible, its’ teaching and principles.

We must first come to know Christ as our Saviour and Lord.

We must experience true sorrow for our sin because it offends our Holy God and will keep us out of Heaven.

We can often learn from the mistakes made by others 
and specially made by ourselves. This is life’s experience.
Sincere repentance restores us with our God.
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Then, when a situation crops up, we will apply Scriptural Principles to come to a decision on the right course of action.
We must pray for God to show us His wil.

How do we discern that a Preacher is Faithful to God’s Word?
Ask yourself. 

Are they humble? If they are proud, beware.
Do they give due respect to God? No joking in the pulpit.
Do they lead us in God honouring worship?

Are they serious about sin, repentance and the Gospel? 

Do they teach the truth about God’s way of salvation? 


and not add or take away from it?

We may be tempted to copy and follow others who do not honour their fathers and mothers.
Those who have turned their back on God and the Bible.

Those who are heading for God’s Judgement.
Stop. 

Ask yourself, “Do I want to go with them to Hell?”
VA Romans 1v29-32 tells us that these are, “filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers, backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, 
without understanding, covenant-breakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful. 
Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them”
We live in an Atheistic World where the majority do not 
believe in God and reject His Word the Bible. 
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They set their own rules for life. But how happy are they?
“I will do whatever I like”, “I will please myself”, 
“I do not have an Eternal Soul”, 

“I can be happy without God”, There is no God.” 
“There is no Eternal Heaven, nor Eternal Hell”.

How foolish! Deep down they are very unhappy.

Do you share this attitude to God and to life?
3. Lawful Authorities.  VA
Keep the common law of our country                                       
where it agrees with God’s law.
“Be subject to principalities and powers, to obey magistrates”. Titus 3v1.
4. Ultimately, we must obey The LORD God, our Creator.
The Lord Jesus Christ said, 
‘If ye love Me, keep My commandments’. John 14v14
So, never say, ‘I will not obey, I will do whatever I like’. VA
Christ calls us to love Him because He first loved us in eternity past, and agreed to come to keep the Law, 

yet to be punished for our breaking it’. 

What a wonderful Saviour we have!
Wise Solomon wrote, under the inspiration of God,  “Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter:      Fear God, and keep His commandments: for this is the whole duty of man.
For God shall bring every work into judgment, with every secret thing, whether it be good, or whether it be evil”.                                    Ecclesiastes 12v12,13    VA
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Important thought for all of us:   VA
‘Honour’ – Show obedient respect and give great esteem to God’s Law - to those whom God has placed in authority over us, (parents teachers, pastors, police, government, etc.), and to the Law of our Land (where it agrees with God’s Law). 
From the day we were born we have found peace of mind when we knew and respected the loving boundaries set around us by our parents.
Obeying God, by having faith in the Lord Jesus Christ as our Saviour and Lord, brings peace and joy to our soul.
