Important Lesson for us today: God’s Law is a school master. (Galatians 3v24).
It shows us the wonderful character of God and teaches us that God’s ways are perfect
and holy, and that we are so sinful that we can never keep the law by our own strength.
The law cannot save us - it condemns us. Yet it points us to a better way, the Lord Jesus
Christ, Who kept the Law perfectly. He is the only way that can make us right with God
through His substitutionary death on the cross. What a blessing to know that our filthy
rags of sin are totally removed and replaced by the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ.

e Showing us 10 Aspects of God’s Character and Being: -
He is Unique — The Only One, True, Eternal, Sovereign. Just, and Holy God.
He is Jealous of His Name — A Spirit — No Images or Idols. Holy Jealousy.
He is Supreme — Expecting our respect — No misuse of His Name.
He is Worthy of our Worship — He must be approached humbly and
reverently, as our Creator - Setting aside one day in seven for worship.
He is Order — Expecting Total Obedience, Total respect for His Authority.
He is Love — No Murder or Hatred, He is Loving, Merciful and Gracious.
He is Pure and Faithful - No Adultery, Full of Integrity. Keeps His promises.
He is a Great Giver — No Stealing, He gives His Righteousness to believers.
He is Truth — No Lying or Deceit. He keeps all His Promises. John 14v6.
He is ALL we need — godliness with contentment is great gain. 1 Timothy 6ve6.

o  Providing Warning, Guidance, and Help in how to live to please God.
e 10 Rules to Protect Heaven from Sin.

o Justone sin bars us from God'’s Eternal, and Holy Presence in Heaven.

o  Absolute fairness — We fully deserve God’s punishment. He forgives the penitent.

o InHim alone we find forgiveness for our sin. He kept The Law Perfectly.

He is our Substitute - dying in our place on the Cross of Calvary.
